Epistle                                                                                                                                   Hebrews 1:1-12 

 1Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets, 2but in 
these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all things, through 
whom also he created the world. 3He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his 
nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power. After making purification for sins, he 
sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, 4having become as much superior to angels as the 
name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs. 5For to which of the angels did God ever say, 
“You are my Son, today I have begotten you”? Or again, “I will be to him a father, and he shall be to 
me a son”? 6And again, when he brings the firstborn into the world, he says, “Let all God’s angels 
worship him.” 7Of the angels he says, “He makes his angels winds, and his ministers a flame of fire.” 
8But of the Son he says, “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever, the scepter of uprightness is the 
scepter of your kingdom. 9You have loved righteousness and hated wickedness; therefore God, your 
God, has anointed you with the oil of gladness beyond your companions.” 10And, “You, Lord, laid the 
foundation of the earth in the beginning, and the heavens are the work of your hands; 11they will  
perish, but you remain; they will all wear out like a garment, 12like a robe you will roll them up, like a 
garment they will be changed.

P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the first chapter. 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 
 1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2He was in 
the beginning with God. 3All things were made through him, and without him was not any thing made 
that was made. 4In him was life, and the life was the light of men. 5The light shines in the darkness, 
and the darkness has not overcome it. 6There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 7He 
came as a witness, to bear witness about the light, that all might believe through him.

Nicene Creed 

C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth and of all things 
visible and invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God,  
begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very 
God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things 
were made; who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and was  
incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also 
for us under Pontius Pilate.

given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” In the same way also He took the cup after  
supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this 

cup is the new testament in My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This 
do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving us Your body and blood to eat and to 
drink, You lead us to remember and confess Your holy cross and passion, Your blessed death, 
Your rest in the tomb, Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into heaven, and Your 
coming for the final judgment.
